City water plumbing

is required for configurations with a cuspidor (for bowl rinse functions) and for configurations with a city water toggle or

without a self-contained water system (Note: A-dec discourages customers from bypassing the self-contained water

system and doing so may cause the equipment to not conform to local codes).

Supplied by the contractor: 1/2" (13 mm) conduit and box with hospital-grade quad or equal receptacle (which

shall be oriented vertically and wired, as per code, for A-dec 400 floor box: the top

of the quad box to be no higher than 5" (127 mm) above the finished floor).

Dry/semi-dry systems: Plumbing should terminate with 1-5/8 (40 mm) O.D. tube protruding 1" (26 mm) 

perpendicular to the floor; 4.5±1 in Hg, 12 SCFM minimum.
